I. Required Materials
A. Textbook: Holt McDougal, Larson, Algebra II
B. Materials: 3-ring binder or folder, notebook  and/or loose leaf lined paper, graph paper, pencils, graphing calculator (TI-83 or 84 preferred)
II. Course Content:

III. Grading Criteria:
Your quarter grade is based on total points. You can earn points from the following areas:

Class participation……………..50 points
Homework……………………..4 points per homework assignment
Spirals, Quizzes, Projects………10-50 points depending upon the size
IV. Assignments:

A. Full credit will be given only if an assignment is turned in on time, completed, and all work is shown.  You must attempt to do every problem and leave space for corrections when we review the problems in class. 

B. Homework will be checked daily. All assignments will be given in class and will be due the following class period unless otherwise stated by the teacher.  Explanations will be given the day the assignment is due therefore assignments will not be accepted late.

C. Spirals will be given weekly. They build on material throughout the year. Please see the full explanation on spirals to see how they affect your grade!
D. Mini Quizzes will be given on occasion.  They will cover only previously discussed material and will test understanding. There are no re-takes on mini quizzes.
V. Class Participation:
A. Students are responsible for keeping a neat set of notes of all material covered in class and from work done individually.  It will be necessary to add continually to notes as the definitions and theorems occur in the text or in class.

B. This course is structured such that student interaction is a key aspect of the learning process.  Expectations are that students will come to class regularly, bring all necessary materials, act responsibly, complete all assigned work, and involve themselves as much as possible in the daily instructional program.  Class participation includes participating in discussions, participating in group work, explaining your answers to the class or small group, asking questions, discussing homework, and putting solutions on the board.
VI. Absences:

A. Make-up work for excused absences will be allowed one school day for each one day absent.  Upon returning, the student is responsible for finding out and making up all work that is missed. If a test or quiz is missed, the student should be prepared to take the test the day he/she returns. 

B. Unexcused absences are unacceptable.  If a student cuts, he/she will not be allowed to make up any of the missed work for credit.  This includes spirals or quizzes given on the day of the unexcused absence.  

C. Tardy Policy:  Class will begin promptly according to the schedule and all students are expected to be in their seats with materials out at the beginning of class.  If you are late, you are to enter quietly without disrupting class.  Students who arrive late to class without a note will have points deducted from their participation grade.  No extra time will be given on assignments to students that are tardy to class. 

D. Any tardy of 10 minutes or more will be counted as an unexcused absence as explained in The Student Handbook, with all of the appropriate ramifications.

VII. Behavior Expectations:

A. All students will adhere to Danvers High School’s rules and regulations regarding good classroom behavior.  See The Student Handbook.

B. Each student will complete his or her own work.  Any copied work, including homework and assessments, will result in a zero for that assignment and parents/guardians will be contacted about the incident.
C. At all times, the teacher and all members of the class will treat one another with respect. 

D. No food or drinks allowed in the class except for bottled water (or food during 1st period).
E. Use the bathroom, visit your locker, and get a drink of water before or after class.  If you need to leave the classroom, ask.  Do not leave the classroom without getting a pass!
